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7.Cleaning and Maintenance

7-1 Machine Bodly :

Wipe machine exterior with soft, slightly dampened cloth daily before
starting operations. If necessary, a mild, non-corrosive cleaning agent
may be applied to the cloth.

Do not spray cleaning agents directly on the machine body o avoid
corrosion and possible damage to circuits.

7-2 Brewing System :

After each brewing cycle, remove the handle and press the manual
water output button to clean up all residual ground coffee from the
filter element. Then, fix the handle to the seat again (Important: Do not
force handle or fix it info the seat too tightly). Press the manual water
output button, shake the handle to wash the handle seaf gasket and
clean up residual coffee grounds from the along the insice.
