This equipment is not intended for household, industrial or laboratory use.

OPERATIONAL STATEMENT

. ____________________________________________________________|
The Auto Drain units operate by emptying the reservoir after the mode switch
on the unitit is moved to the refrigeration mode. When the well control switch
is in the refrigerate mode the valve stays in the “open” position. When the
well control switch is in the center or heat position the valve remains in the
“closed” position.

The Manual Drain units require an operator to manually install a drain plug in
order for the well to hold water or to remove the drain plug to allow the water
to drain.

UNPACKING THE EQUIPMENT AND INITIAL SETUP

When no longer needed, dispose of all packaging and materials in an
environmentally responsible manner. Have the unit installed only by qualified
service personnel.

3. Remove the stub pipe (B) by unscrewing it from the well bottom (A). See

4. Place a small bead of high temperature NSF listed silicone on the
threads on fitting (B) of the valve assembly (C). See Figure 2.
