@ GUIDE RODS. Guides and aligns the pusher head onto the
blade set.

HANDLE. Used to lower and raise the pusher head.

@ GUIDES. Used for smooth and consistent operation of pusher
head on the guide rods.

@ PUSHER HEAD ASSEMBLY. Made up of the guides, the pusher
head block and the handle.

@ BUMPERS. Cushions the pusher head during operation.

® THUMBSCREW. Secures the pusher head block to pusher
head assembly.

UNPACKING THE EQUIPMENT AND INITIAL SETUP

Carefully remove crating or packaging materials from the equipment. Dispose
of all packaging ,materials in an environmentally responsible manner.
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OPERATION

Prior to first use, it is important to clean the equipment. Wash new blades
with warm soapy water and rinse thoroughly to remove the thin protective ol
film.

1. Before each use, check that the equipment is clean and the blades are
in good condition. If loose or broken blades are found, blades must be
serviced.

2. Place the equipment on a clean, flat work surface.

3. Before each use, always check for proper blade alignment. Slowly set
the pusher head (D) onto the blade assembly (H). See Figures 1. They
should slide together with no obstructions. If there are obstructions, verify
they are a matching set. Rremove the obstruction.

4. Verify that the blade assembly and pusher head assembly are the
desired size.

5. Prepare the food product to be processed. For Slicing and dicing the
maximum size of the food product is 5” (12.7 cm). Prepare the food
product to be processed. For Wedging and coring the maximum size of
the food product is 3-1/2" (8.9 cm) in diameter.

6. Lift the handle (B) and place the food product on the blade assembly (H)
with the flat side down. See Figure 1.

7. Remove hand from the blade assembly (H) area and place that hand on
the leg of the base (1).

8. Using a strong, quick, downward thrust, force the food product through
the blade assembly.

9. Repeat this process until you have prepared enough food product for
your daily needs.

10. Clean and lubricate your equipment immediately after each use. See the
CLEANING section of this manual for more information.

1. Slide the pusher head (D) off the rod guides (A). Figure 1.
2. Raise the bumpers approximately (E) 2" (5.0 cm). See Figures 1 and 2.

3. Loosen the thumbscrew (F) on the base (1) and carefully remove the
blade assembly (H). See Figure 1.

4. Wipe, rinse or spray off equipment, pusher head assembly (D) and blade
assembly (H) thoroughly with HOT water.

5. Do not wipe across the blades or use scrub pads on this equipment.

If necessary, use a nylon
bristle cleaning brush to push food particles out from the unsharpened
side of the blade assembly (H).

7. Do not put this equipment in a dishwasher or dish machine with soaps,
detergents, or other alkaline chemicals that can harm the equipment.

8. After cleaning, let the equipment air dry.

9. Install the blade assembly (H) by inserting the tab on the blade holder
into the groove in the base, then lowering the blade holder into the
seated and flush position in the base. Tighten the thumbscrew (F).

10. Lubricate the guide rods (A) with mineral oil or Petro Gel after each use.
Do not use cooking oil as it will become sticky and may permanently
damage the equipment.

11. Slide the bumpers (E) into place.

4. Loosen the thumbscrew (F) and carefully remove the blade
assembly (H). Remove the cutting blade assembly (H) by pressing
upwards on the bottom of the side of the blade holder, where the
thumbscrew (F) is located. Discard the old blade assembly.

5. Install the new cutting blade assembly by inserting the tab on the blade
holder into the groove in the base, then lowering the blade holder into the
seated and flush position in the base. Tighten the thumbscrew (F).

6. Slide bumpers (E) down guide rods (A) to contact base (1). Position
pusher head (D) assembly onto the guide rods (A), slowly lower pusher
head assembly (D), and check pusher head block to blade alignment.

7. Lubricate the guide bar with mineral oil or Petro Gel after each use.
Do not use cooking oil as it will become sticky and may permanently
damage the equipment.
