Removing the
container will automatically stop the unit. However, doing this is not recommended due to possible damage to the gears between the
base and container.

Cleaning & Sanitizing

Before using this equipment it must be cleaned and dried thoroughly. Clean all surfaces before use. Failure to
clean surfaces before using the unit could cause food contamination.

Wash, rinse, sanitize and dry container prior to initial use, and whenever it will not be used again within a period of 1 hour. Follow

manufacturer's instructions for detergent and sanitizer concentration.

Half fill the container with warm water and a non-sudsing detergent.

Attach the lid and lid plug.

Turn the machine ON and gradually increase the speed to MAX and run for 60 seconds.

Turn off, remove container and rinse with clear warm water.

Fill container with sanitizing solution, cover and run for 60 seconds.

Remove the lid and lid plug, and wash along with the tamper in warm soapy water. Rinse and dry with a soft cloth.

The power base can be wiped off with a damp cloth.

Do not immerse the base of unit completely in water or use a dishwasher to clean.
