Preparation

1. Set unit on a flat surface.

Operation

1. Slide the support onto the stand and secure with the
locking screw.
Note: There are 3 heights available.

2. Route the power supply away from the heat source , and
secure power cord safely as required. It is recommended
ziptieing them to the stand or other nearby supportstoa
receptacle.

3. Plug power cord into a receptacle.
4. Turn on the unit via the power switch.
5. Turn off unit when not in use.

CAUTION:

Do not clean when plugged in - HOT!

Unplug the unit and wait for unit to cool before
cleaning.

(Cleaning & Maintenance

Before using this equipment it must be cleaned and
dried thoroughly. Clean all surfaces before use.
